To create a more open, brighter workplace, 
lower panels with glass stackers surround workstations. This 
provides the separation needed for the individual, without 
compromising the light and open feel.

The 33-story Franklin Street building, built in 1966, offered 
Cushman & Wakefield more than 36,000 square feet in which 
to build.
